Katana is a fun personal aircraft, an 
economical 2 place tourer and popular GA 
trainer, (many in USA Airforce and Australian 
flight training schools) and glider-like 
aerobatic capability (factory spin rated). 
Diamond aircraft are world renowned for 
performance, aesthetic design, ruggedness, 
finish quality, safety record.  
 
Vne=161kt.  Normal cruise @ 125kts TAS 
fuel @ 23 lph (75% power). Slow cruise 
100ktTAS @15 lph (55% pwr).. Stall speed 
38kt (43kt clean). 77 ltre usable fuel capacity 
Spin rated, +4.4G / -2.2G :  14:1 glide ratio.    
 
The Katana offers superb visibility, looks great 
and is so easy to fly. It has dual joystick 

controls, ample baggage room for touring, good cabin ventilation & heating making it particularly comfortable in long 
distances. Endurance near 5 hrs. Full load includes 2 people + full luggage + full fuel. The Rotax is proven reliable, very 
economical and operates on both unleaded fuel (premium) and Avgas (can be mixed). It also has automatic mixture 
control and uses virtually no oil between changes. Comparing the Katana to most other light sport aircraft reveals a 
better, sturdier construction with higher Vne and ruggedness, all in a sleek design. It’s performance and world wide 
acclaim as GA trainer provides low hours pilots and passengers greater confidence and safety and ease in maneuvering 
generally, power-off glides, in moderate turbulence and in strong crosswind situations.  
 
The uninterrupted wrap around plexiglass canopy, spacious cabin, low profile cowling and set-back wings give the best 
all-round visibility. High head clearance, low profile console, quick-adjusting peddles adapt to short and tall people. 
Velour cushion seats, 4 point harnesses, luggage bay cargo net, 12v auxiliary outlet cabin lighting.  2 stage electric flaps, 
wings easily removable.  * Subject to anticipated approval of RAA increase in weight limit category (> 730kg) there is a 
likelihood of future owners option to change from CASA registration to RAA.
